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WHAT IS WASTE SORTING?

Sorting means putting our trash into bins
that allow us to make sure they are recycled
and don’t become trash. Sorting helps us
keep our recycled items neat and in order.

Bins of different colors are used to sort out
the different kinds of recyclable items:
PAPER, PLASTIC, METAL and GLASS.

In Denver, we use Purple bins. This is so we
can put ALL recyclables in the same bin!
Keep your eye out for the PURPLE bins,
our favorite!
